PLENARY SESSION DESCRIPTIONS:
Reading in Mandarin and English: A Case Study of 

RMI and RMA of College ELL Students

Yang Wang, University of Missouri, Columbia
Reading Miscue Inventory (RMI) has been used to evaluate and analyze the reading processes in different languages, like learning a second language such as English, Spanish, Chinese, Japanese, etc.  However, few studies have been conducted using Retrospective Miscue Analysis (RMA) with second language learners. This study focuses on English Language Learners from China – college English Language learners who speak Mandarin as their first language (L1).  The research investigates the selected ELLs’ reading processes in both their L1 and L2, how ELLs define themselves as readers and what strategies they use to read.  This case study will help college ELLs to make sense of their reading processes, broaden their understanding of reading, and value themselves as readers. 
Evolving toward appliable theories and theoretically-based applications: Two complementary histories

Peter Fries – Central Michigan University

Ken Goodman – University of Arizona

We have taken opposite trajectories in our approach to reading theory, Goodman beginning with an interest in teaching reading, Fries beginning with an interest in linguistic theory. Both of us believe that the investigation of theory and attempting to address various practical problems (such as teaching reading or second languages, stylistic analysis of literary and other works, or computer analysis of language) are closely associated endeavors. Good practice needs to be grounded in good theory. A theoretical grounding provides a kind of insurance that practice does not become simply an unorganized collection of activities that result from an unsystematic and unexamined set of assumptions about language. On the other hand, good theory ought to provide insight as to how one might approach practical problems such as teaching reading. Indeed, the very endeavor to address practical problems makes gaps in the theory apparent and raises issues that need to be investigated.  This presentation will sketch in our academic trajectories as we arrived at our current views.




RMI/RMA: Reflexive Practices in Community Settings

Heidi Bacon / Edie Lantz Leppert, Tucson, Arizona

Edie and Heidi share their work with RMI/RMA in three community settings. Edie trains tutors for a volunteer adult literacy program, incorporating key constructs of RMI/RMA into her training curriculum. Edie’s work reveals how tightly tutors hold onto a skills-based view of reading and how learning about their own reading helps them to revalue themselves as readers and their adult learners. Heidi currently works with volunteer tutors and adult students who have graduated high school under an IEP. Heidi presents findings from an RMA case study of one literacy tutor and her student. Edie and Heidi co-present findings from a collaborative community program that works with underprepared adult women. Women who received training in RMA report making books more accessible in the home, employing a miscue ear and retrospective questioning with their children, and making family time literacy time. The women each became literacy leaders in their social networks.
Reading Picturebooks Multimodally: Integrating Pictorial

and Written Texts to Deepen Comprehension

Prisca Martens & Ray Martens, Towson University
This session reports the findings of a study that examined if/how learning the language of art and how artists represent meaning in illustrations deepens readers’ comprehension. Miscue analysis was used at the beginning and end of the study to document third graders’ growth as readers. The students in one class had experiences that focused on artists’ uses of, for example, color (i.e., warm/cool, neutral), line, pattern, and space (i.e., foreground, middle ground, background) in the illustrations of stories while the other class of third graders received only reading instruction. Findings show that while the oral reading growth of the two classes was similar, the comprehension and meaning construction of the students who had additional experiences with art was greatly enhanced.
